Routine Maintenance

Cleaning and storage

1. Itisadvisable to clean the Inokim in time after using to ensure that Inokim is in good condition;

2. You can use a soft cloth with a small amount of water to wipe Inokim's body;

3. You can use a rag to wipe Inokim's tire and fender, banning the rinse of rear wheel (the rear wheel is motor).
Wipe them with a dry cloth as soon as possible, and place it in a ventilated place to avoid corrosion of metal
parts;

4. When not in use, please keep Inokim in a dry and cool environment. Avoid outdoor storage in the long
time.

*When cleaning Inokim, make sure Inokim is off and the charger has been unplugged and fastened the
charging cover! To avoid electric shock or vehicle malfunction;

* Itis strictly forbidden to rinse the Inokim directly with the high-pressure water gun or to soak the vehicle in
the water when cleaning. Above measures may cause the accumulation of water vapor or water flowing into
the body, resulting in an unrecoverable failure;
